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	Abstract: Abu Ubaydah ibn Jarrah (583 – 639) was a companion, one of the first Meccan Muslims to convert to Islam. His name was Amir, he was from the Banu Fikhr clan of the Quraysh tribe. Abu Ubayda ibn al-Jarrah migrated to Abyssinia and then to Medina. He participated in all gazats with Muhammad (pbuh).
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INTRODUCTION

In the history of Islam, he is known as a courageous and courageous mujahideen, a great commander, and a righteous person. His father joined the Meccan polytheists in the Battle of Badr and fought against the Muslim army.

During the Caliphate of Abu Bakr Siddiq, he was sent to conquer Sham (Syria). Abu Ubayda ibn al-Jarrah was just, compassionate and gentle. This situation led to the defeat of the enemy and the capture of Syria without a fight. 639 A severe, bad disease (touni amvos) spread in Syria. The disease first appeared in the village of Amwas in Palestine, and twenty thousand Muslims died from this disease within a month.

Abu Ubayda ibn al-Jarrah also fell victim to this disease. Abu Ubaydah ibn al-Jarrah died in Jordan (Jordan), his grave is in the village of Amyo, on the west side of Shariat river. Umar (ra) considered Abu Ubaid ibn al-Jarrah as a suitable candidate for the caliphate after him. Every community has its own trusted person. Abu Ubaidah is the trusted person of this Ummah. When Muhammad Rasulullah described him, he was a fair-faced man, hot-tempered, thin-skinned, and sparsely bearded.

The eye of the person who saw it was happy, the pleasure of meeting again appeared in his heart, and a warm impression of him arose. In addition, he was extremely polite, quiet, extremely shy. But if the situation worsened and the situation demanded tension, he would become like a lion in anger and become unrecognizable. He is like a sharp sword with his bold and bold behavior.

Abdullah ibn Umar described him as follows: - There are three people in the tribe of Quraysh who are the most open-faced, beautiful moral and imaginative people. If they want to talk to you, they will not tell you a lie. If you tell them, they won't call you a liar. He opined that these are Abu Bakr Siddique, Uthman ibn Affan and Abu Ubaydah ibn al-Jarrah.

Abu Ubaidah was one of the first Muslims to convert to Islam. A day after Abu Bakr Siddiq, he entered the religion at the invitation of a man and went to the presence of the Prophet, peace be upon him, along with Abdurrahman ibn Awf, Usmam ibn Mazun, Arqam ibn Abu Arqam, and spoke the true word, thus building the great building of Islam. was one of the earliest bricks laid for Abu Ubaidah experienced severe trials from the time when the first Islamic teachings began to spread in Mecca. Along with the leading Muslims, he experienced various oppressions and atrocities, insults, pressures, sorrows that no supporter of any religion on earth was subjected to such trials. He bravely withstood these tests. Even though their circumstances were difficult and miserable, they remained faithful to their promises to Allah and the Prophet. But the Battle of Badr made Abu Ubaydah face an extremely difficult test that no human being could imagine.

On the day of Badr, Abu Ubaydah's fighting skills in destroying the ranks of the enemy made the hearts of the polytheists roar. He would be present at the bloodiest points of the battle as if he did not despise death, and the Quraysh horsemen would avoid facing him [1]. But one of them challenged Abu Ubaydah to fight one by one and cut him off in front of him, and Abu Ubaydah turned the reins of his horse aside every time he ran into him. He was never tired of chasing Abu Ubaid like a pale fly, and he would not allow himself to be left out of the battle one-on-one. Finally, the pursuer got what he wanted. Abu Ubaydah blocked his way from fighting against the enemies of Allah by standing in front of him. Mujahideen, who had no choice but to insult, split his opponent's head in two with one stroke of his sword. Abu Ubaidah's successor was his father Abdullah ibn al-Jarrah.

It was not surprising that Abu Ubaydani passed this difficult test with a bright face. His faith in God was so strong, he was so faithful to his religion, and he was so trustworthy and loyal to the people of Muhammad, peace be upon him, that even those who had a great position in the eyes of God were envious of him.

Muhammad ibn Ja'far narrates: One day a group of Christians came to the presence of the Messenger of Allah, may God bless him and grant him peace, and said: - O Abul Qasim, we could not divide the wealth between us, and we quarreled a lot with each other. You, Muslims, are faithful people. Therefore, if you send someone you trust with us, he will distribute our goods to us fairly, they asked. - Come tomorrow, I will send my most reliable person with you, - said the Messenger of Allah, may God bless him and grant him peace. Umar ibn Khattab describes the continuation as follows: - The next day I came to the mosque to pray the afternoon prayer. By God's sake, I did not want to be a judge in any matter because of my life, but on that day I wanted to be given this task in order to get the name of "trustee of Rasulullah, may God bless him and grant him peace." After the Messenger of God, may God bless him and grant him peace, recited the midday meal to us, he turned back. They began to look for someone among the people with their eyes.

One day, the Messenger of God, may God bless him and grant him peace, sent a group of his companions to capture a caravan belonging to the Quraysh tribe. Abu Ubaydah was chosen as the emir of the group and he gave a sack of dates for the soldiers' food. Abu Ubaidah gave one date to each person during the whole trip, and they used to suck dates and drink water from them all day long. That was all the food for one night.

He shielded his chest from the spears of the polytheists to protect the Messenger of Allah, peace and blessings be upon him, with his nine brothers. But these precautionary measures could not save the Messenger of Allah, peace and blessings be upon him, from suffering. His blessed teeth were broken and his forehead was cracked. The two wires of the shriveled iron on his shoulders entered his lungs and sank deep. When Abu Bakr Siddiq was about to pull out the wires, Abu Ubayda begged: "Azbarai God, leave this work to me." When he used his hand, he was afraid of the pain of the Prophet's soul, so he bit the wire of the refrigerator. The wire was pulled out, but Abu Ubaidah's spade tooth was broken in the frantic biting. Then he pulled out the second wire from the faces of the Prophet, may God bless him and grant him peace, in exchange for sacrificing the tooth of the second spade. When Abu Bakr remembered this incident, he said, "Abu Ubaydah is the most beautiful of those who do not have a spade tooth."

Abu Ubaidah participated in all the battles in which the Messenger of God, may God bless him and grant him peace, participated. Until the last moments, he remained one of the closest companions of the Prophet [2]. On the day of Saqifa (the day when Abu Bakr Siddique was elected caliph) Umar ibn Khattab: - Give me your hand, I pledge allegiance to you, because the Messenger of Allah, may God bless him and grant him peace, said, "Each community has its own trusted person, and this community is the most trustworthy." When Abu Ubaydah was offered the position of caliphate, he said: - Where there is a man whom the Messenger of God, may God bless him and grant him peace, ordered to be the imam in prayer and who was the imam until the death of our Prophet, let me be the caliphate. - he humbly said. After that, obedience was expressed to Abu Bakr Siddique and allegiance was given.

Abu Ubaidah became his impartial adviser on the right path and a shoulder helper in his good deeds. Abu Bakr bequeathed the caliphate to Umar al-Farooq after him. Abu Ubaidah also obeyed Hazrat Umar and did not act arbitrarily.

True, once he disobeyed the order of my caliph. What was the decree about which Abu Ubaid refused to obey the emir of the Muslims? The incident happened when the victorious army of Muslims under the command of Abu Ubaid ibn al-Jarrah, sent to Syria, achieved successive victories, conquered all the cities of Syria, reached the banks of the Euphrates River from the east, and the border of Asia Minor from the north. At that time, a terrible plague spread throughout Syria , killing thousands of people a day. As soon as this terrible news reached the ears of Hazrat Umar, he sent a letter to Abu Ubaydah with the following contents: - "We are in a difficult situation. You cannot help but come and help. If my letter reaches you at night, instead of waiting for the dawn, get on your way. If it is daylight, take your foot in your hand and blow like the wind."

After reading the letter, Abu Ubaid said: - I can feel what the Caliph has to do with me. "He is trying in vain to delay the death of a person," he said. Then he took a pen in his hand and wrote a reply letter: - "Gentlemen of Amirul Mu'min, I feel for what purpose you have called me. I am a soldier of the Muslim army. Whatever day befalls them, the same is my fate. The eye will see what has happened. I will not leave the army until what God has written on my forehead. I ask you to cancel your previous order and allow me to stay here." After reading the letter, Hazrat Umar's eyes filled with tears. Seeing this, the people around were worried: - Has Abu Ubaid died? - they asked. - No, - said the caliph, - but he is facing death. Amirul Mu'minin's suspicion turned out to be correct - the terrible plague also caught Abu Ubaydah. Sensing that his death was near, the general gathered the army and said to them:

- Listen to my will, brothers. Good for you if you take what I say. Always perform prayer, fast Ramadan, give zakat to the deserving, perform Hajj and Umrah, call each other to the truth and goodness, do not spare sincere advice from your leaders, do not be deceived by the passing world. Because even if a person lives for a thousand years, he cannot escape the dead man who is holding me in his clutches. May God's peace and blessings be upon you. Then he turned to Muaz ibn Jabal: - O Muaz, lead the people and lead the prayer.

Abu Ubaydah's last words were to order prayer. After the funeral prayer, Muaz preached to the gathered: - Muslims, you have lost a brother. By God, I don't remember seeing anyone come close to him in honesty, avoiding evil, love for the Hereafter, and helping Muslims. Pray for the right of the deceased, may they receive the mercy of God.
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
